Don’t add glossy magazine paper as this won’t
break down in the composting process.

You’ll know the compost is ready to use
when it turns dark brown, is crumbly to touch

and smells earthy.

Remember that compost can be used across flower and
vegetable beds, sprinkled across grass, and even blended with

potting soil to give indoor plants more life.
